How has Europe changed with the war in Ukraine?

M.A. A day later the war started, this is what I posted on my Facebook
page: “This is the European 11 September. The world will never be the
same place again and the European Security's architecture has changed
forever. I am getting mentally ready for the worst.” When the twin towers
went down it didn’t take me long to realize the psychological impact
the event had on Americans and its devastating consequences on the
foreign policy of the US and many other states for the subsequent 2 decades.

Since the February 24, 2022 1 feel on my skin a sense of bewilderment
from finding myself in completely uncharted territory. First, and despite
the US intelligence service warnings, the majority of the Europeans,
including diplomats I know in person, did not believe anything like
that could happen. Hence, it was a real shock. Second, people still did not
imagine the scale of a potential Russian intervention, particularly, very few
expected Russia would go beyond the Donbass region. As a result, it
appears that European countries have reacted both collectively as
well as individually in an unprecedented way. On a collective level,
the adoption of massive EU sanctions on Russian individuals and
companies, including the exclusion of Russia from the SWIFT
banking system, signifies a clear condemnation. Something which for
countries as dependent as Italy and Germany from Russian gas
comes at a very high prize, as we are witnessing right now with the
Russian’s request to be paid in rubles. On an individual level, the
German suspension of STREAM II, its rearmament, the prospect of

‘neutral Switzerland’ are all measures that would have been far-fetched
even in the most imaginative science fiction anticipation of such a
war. The security architecture of Europe will never look the same as
before. I still remember the sense of freedom that the nineties carried
with it, the idea that a new multilateral world was born on the ashes
of the cold war, one free from ideological belonging and based on a
shared belief in the universality of human rights. What I fear the
most if for the world to fall back into a bi-polar scheme with the western
countries on the one side and Russia and China on the other and
many countries (i.e. India) squeezed in between and oscillating between
the two sides. The by-product of such a prospect? The final death of
the human rights project, given that the two camps will build a new
ideological antagonizing narrative, with democracy and human rights
on the one hand and the anti-western sentiment built around the ideas
of nationalism and authoritarian mode of governance on the other hand.

What legislation has been passed and what has been introduced
for refugees in your country?

M.A. On March 28, 2022 Italy adopted a DPCM (Decree of the
President of the Ministerial Council) aimed at executing at the national
level the Decision of the European Council of the EU to introduce
temporary protection for citizens of the Ukraine and other people
directly affected by the war in the Ukraine (2022/382 of March 4, 2022).
The Temporary Protection scheme had been introduced by the EU to allow
to host and process refugees from the ex-Yugoslavia in ways that
would not clog the refugee system of EU countries. In the current crisis,
it is established that the beneficiaries will be able to obtain such protection,
for one initial year renewable for a second year and upon a subsequent
decision of the EU such protection can be further prolonged for a third year.

This is an incredible gesture of solidarity from the EU which is in line
with the values and principles upon which the Union was established. It
also demonstrates the ability (including financial), readiness and pre-
paredness of the EU to face a ‘real refugee crisis’ when it occurs. It
proves that other alleged crisis were infact not crisis at all (in terms of
sheer number of arrivals in Europe) and that they were just situations
weaponized by far-right movement in Europe to gain political backing.

Unfortunately, Italy has aligned itself with the position of other
countries such as Poland, Hungary, Check Republic and Slovakia and
has adopted a restrictive approach to the EU abovementioned Decision.
The scope of application of the temporary protection in Italy is therefore
limited to the following categories: Ukrainian citizens, stateless persons,
non-Ukrainians refugees residing in Ukraine, and non-Ukrainians
permanent residents unable to return in safe and durable conditions
to their country or region of origin.

This means that an entire category is left unprotected, namely, those
non-Ukrainians who were studying or working in Ukraine on a short-
term basis. This category has been already subject to reported and documented
episodes of discrimination both at the border as well as within the EU, and
it is a real pity that the EU and Italy alongside other EU countries has
fallen short of expanding the solidarity and openness to all those fleeing
the war in Ukraine regardless of whether they were residing there on a
permanent or temporary basis. Such a distinction, unfortunately, also
buy-in a narrative which portrays the EU as sensitive only to the suffering
of people who are ‘similar to us’. Having witnessed myself the struggle
of Afghan women judges to resettle in the EU after the Taliban’s takeover
in Kabul in August 2021, I am saddened by this double standard.

Your vision of future events and wishes to the Ukrainian state?

M.A. On the Russian side, I wish for a popular outcry from ordinary
Russians. We have already witness major demonstrations in Russia
which resulted in arrests and detentions. I am hoping that these de-
monstrations will increase in number and intensity with the bodies of

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Russian soldiers (including conscripts) coming back home in the
thousands. Such popular reaction could, in turn, prompt generals and
high-ranking Russian officials to pull the plug and to disassociate
themselves from the Putin war of aggression and from its increasingly
totalitarian form of governance in Russia. If this scenario were to
materialize and if it leads to both the end of the war and the change
in the Russian leadership, at least the war and suffering of so many
Ukrainians would have not been totally in vain.

On the Ukrainian side, I am impressed by the level of resilience so
many people are showing, starting from the people on the ground and
ending with the political leadership. I hear people surprised by the role
municipal mayors are playing in this war. This is also a by-product of
democracy, albeit imperfect and dysfunctional. Local self-governance
mechanisms and the principle of subsidiarity are parts and parcel of
the idea of democracy where communities decide for themselves
who they want to represent them and to administer the respublica. What
I wish for Ukrainian soldiers and for all those regular men and women
of Ukraine defending their country including by wearing and using
weapons when needed is to exercise the maximum restraint and to
commit to the principles and rules of humanitarian law. The way Uk-
raine will treat its prisoners of war will be a test of full and uncon-
ditional commitment to universal values of human rights and dignity.

On both sides, I wish the 1325 UN Security Council Resolution on
Women Peace and Security would be taken more seriously. First,
honoring the 1325 means for soldiers to refrain from resorting to gender-
based-crimes as a weapon of war and terror. Second, it means that on
the negotiation table we SHALL see and hear the voices of women, who
make up half of the Russian and Ukraine population. It is unacceptable that
they are not represented. Both countries are faring even worse than the
Afghans. In Doha, during the failed negotiation that preceded the US and
NATO departure from Afghanistan, at least 4 women managed to be there
from the Afghan government’s 2 1-member team, none on the Taliban side.

What public institutions or countries in the world now consider
the most progressive assistance for Ukrainians?

M.A. As a former OSCE staff member (Organization for Security
and Cooperation in Europe) I am confident in the key role the orga-
nization, and its holistic approach to security, can play on the diplo-
matic level as well as on the ground. When the smoke of the guns
will dissipate there will be a tremendous need for stabilization inc-
luding the presence of monitors on the ground. We need to set up a
new Ukraine Special Monitoring Mission which will be grounded on
a mandate resulting from the post-war peace agreement. In the mean-
time, organizations such as the ICRC as well as the UN Human Rights
Monitoring Mission in Ukraine are doing an incredible job, not only
in terms of the provision of assistance, but also in terms of collection
of data, including on potential war crimes, crimes against humanity and
acts of genocide that might otherwise be lost or tampered with. Finally, I
feel there exists an amazing grass-root network of Ukrainian civil
society organizations that are setting up assistance and support
including to the most vulnerable people. This is again, we shall not
forget, a by-product of democracy.

In conclusion... I have a dream... I dream of the year 2023 as the
year of reconstruction and freedom on the Ukrainian territory with
the financial and otherwise full support of the EU; the year of transition to
democracy in Russia and the year for a renewed multilateral agreement (a
summit in Kyiv?) on the constituent terms of the European security... On
the way there... the ratification of the US of the Rome Statute of the
International Criminal Court and the decision of Russia to join would
be wonderful good news.
